NOV. 5th, SATURDAY, AT 11:00 A.M.  VETERANS DAY PARADE: Meet at 11:30 a.m. in the Hyatt Regency Hotel lobby at 4th & Kilbourn where the parade starts.  We normally line up on 4th St. between Kilbourn and State. St.  All military units march at the beginning of the parade, so we will have ample time to line up. The parade ends at Veterans Park below the War Memorial. If any drivers can please offer rides back to the beginning of the parade, it  would be appreciated.

***Please invite friends & relatives to march with us as banner carriers.  All they have to do is wear black pants & black shoes or boots (or white tennis shoes).  Tell them to dress for warmth.  We will loan them a black sweatshirt or white Deb jacket to wear over their jackets if available in their size.  Encourage people to attend this parade as a special tribute to all those (including past corps members) who are serving our country now or did in the past.

ALL MEMBERS: Winter costumes will be worn for all winter parades.  If it’s chilly, wear a plastic dry cleaners bag under your outfit (cut holes for your head & arms).  Bring your gloves or mittens to all winter parades.  Twirlers are to wear white gloves (Daley Dolls can wear white mittens).  Color Guard & musicians are to wear black gloves.  All twirlers are to wear Danskin tights in SUNTAN (flesh colored & not glossy).  If you need a pair call Sherry at 414-476-9659 to see if she still has your size.  Color Guard members wear black sweatshirts under their sequin vests.  They also wear black pants, black socks & black shoes.  Musicians will wear their black uniform pants, black socks, black shoes & the new track jackets.  We will bring extra jackets to the parades.  

TWIRLERS: Senior twirlers will wear their same white tennis shoes and & white folded-over socks for winter parades. Junior twirlers will wear majorette boots for winter parades.
