44th  ANNUAL SHAMROCK FESTIVAL BATON CONTEST – SUNDAY MARCH 4TH :
Our contest will be held at Thomas More High School, 2601 E. Morgan Ave., on Milwaukee’s south side.  Directions: Take I-94 to the Howard Ave. exit.  Turn right & go east approx. 2 miles to Kinnickinnic Ave.  Turn left & go north about 4 blocks to the stoplight in front of the school.  Turn right at the stoplight into Thomas More’s driveway.  The contest starts at 9:00a.m. and continues till 5:00 p.m.  Set-up for the event starts at 7:00 a.m. at the school.  We need help from 7:00 a.m. until we finish clean-up about 6:30 p.m.  We need your help so that the contest is a success.  Please plan on assisting us for at least one hour on the day of the contest.  We will need workers as well as food donations.  We will have an Opportunity Table at the contest.  If you are willing to donate an item or a service, please let Sherry, Marcy, Patti or Patti Varga know as soon as possible.  Our guest of honor will be retired senior assistant corps captain and 18-year corps member Jamie Mead Hurley.
ALL MEMBERS AND PARENTS: You do not pay admission to our contest.  Instead we ask you to bring a food item for our kitchen sales.  We need Sloppy Joe, any type of salad (especially fruit), bottled water, finger Jello, pies, cookies, fruit roll-ups, bottled juice or Rice Krispie treats.  We ask you to bring items in throw-away plastic bags, if possible.  We must have all items by noon.  If you are too busy to prepare a food item, we will gladly accept a money donation to help cover items we must purchase such as soda, hot dogs, buns, paper items, coffee, etc.  Thank you.  Please wear your green Deb clothing if possible.
ALL TEAM MEMBERS: There will be a team practice on Saturday, March 3rd, at Thomas More High School from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m.  You may stay until 3:30 p.m. to practice solo routines.  This practice is for senior, junior, and juvenile (at least seven and a contest twirler) team twirlers.

SHAMROCK CLUB ST. PATRICK’S DAY PARADE – SATURDAY MARCH 10TH – AT NOON:

The parade will be in downtown Milwaukee.  We have not received details yet.

BLUEMOUND RD. BUSINESS ASSN. ST. PATRICK’S DAY PARADE – SAT. MAR. 10TH – 3:30PM

The parade will be on the west side of Milwaukee.  We have not received details yet.

CHICAGO ST. PATRICK’S DAY PARADE – SATURDAY MARCH 17TH  - AT NOON:
The parade is about ten blocks long.  It starts on Columbus Dr. from Balboa to Monroe St.  The route is north on Columbus past the Reviewing Stand at Buckingham Fountain ending at Monroe St.  The parade will be televised by Channel 7 (ABC) & Channel 9 (WGN) ~ Chicago stations.

We will have two buses for the trip.  The Chicago Plumbers’ Union provides a Wisconsin Coach Lines bus (at a cost of $795) for our senior members. We will hire a bus for about $300 & will charge $18.00 per adult for the round trip.  We will charge $2.00 for each junior member or Daley Doll who goes to Chicago on the bus.  Boarding the buses:  first pick-up at Kmart, 3200 N. Mayfair Rd., Wauwatosa, at 8:30 a.m.  Our second pick-up will be at the Holt Ave. Park & Ride right off the Holt Ave. expressway off-ramp in Bay View at 8:50 a.m.  Pack food to eat on the way to Chicago.  Bring money for food as we stop at McDonalds in Kenosha after the parade.  Members who are 6 and under must be accompanied by an adult.  We arrive back at Holt Ave. Park & Ride about 4:30 p.m.   We will arrive back at Kmart about 5:00 p.m. (Times are estimates because we do not know our unit #.)  PLEASE NOTE:  Everyone should practice so you look terrific in this competition parade.  We will need at least five banner carriers who are 10 years or older for the parade.  Adults are needed for flags and banners.  Please ask friends/relatives & call Sherry at 414-476-9659 so we know who is marching.  This parade is held regardless of weather.  Our corps owns raincoats, but we’ll wish for the luck of the Irish so we don’t have to use them.  Would all adults going on the bus trip please notify Mrs. Colleen McDonald at 414-774-8768 or Mrs. Denise Horaitis at 262-893-1554 so we save a spot for you.  If you are driving to Chicago, notify Sherry as soon as possible.

The Chicago parade is special as shamrocks are painted on the streets and the Chicago River is dyed bright green.  There are TV celebrities and Chicago Mayor Richard Daley on the reviewing stand.  Many of the thousands of cheering spectators think we’re related to Mayor Daley!
